General Information 
Location: Registration, weigh-ins and competition all take place at the Hilton DFW Lakes in 
Grapevine. The hotel is located two miles north of DFW Airport and next to Grapevine Mills Mall. 
For room reservations call 1-800-645-1019. Mention the tournament for the special $69.00 rate.  

Eligibility: Current USJI, USJF, or USJA membership. Applications available at registration.  

Entry Fee: $30.00 for mail-in registration received by November 16. $40.00 at tournament site. 
Junior and Senior athletes on the current USJI elite roster will pay no fee if entry is received by No-
vember 16th. Mail completed registration form with entry fee to: Dallas Judo Invitational, 4924 
Woodall Street, Dallas, TX 75247. Make checks payable to: Dallas Judo Invitational.  

 
Rules: IJF 
 
Elimination Procedure: Seniors - Modified double elimination with true finals. Two finalists in the 
winner�s bracket fight for first and second. Third place has only one loss. Juniors, Senior Novice 
and Masters - Modified double elimination. Winner of the winner�s bracket is first. Loser of the final 
of the winner�s bracket fights winner of loser�s bracket for second.  

Awards: 1st, 2nd, & 3rd place for each category. Vince Tamura Outstanding Junior Competitor 
and Masato Tamura Outstanding Senior Competitor. The Outstanding Competitors will receive a 
custom fit Toraki Personal Gold Judogi.  1st, 2nd and 3rd place team awards based on 5 points for 
first, 3 points for second and 1 point for third place in all categories combined. No team points 
awarded for un-contested categories.

nals. Seniors will complete eliminations then return at 7pm for the first place match for each weight 
class. One competitor will be required to wear a blue gi in the first place match.

Categories 
 Juniors 6 & under, 7 & 8, 9 & 10, 11 & 12, 13 & 14, 15 & 16; Lightweight and heavyweight in each 
age group.  Additional weight divisions will be created where appropriate. Weight cutoffs will be 
determined after weigh-ins. 
Senior Women Novice: (below brown belt) 48, 52, 57, 63, 70, 78, over 78 kg 
Senior Men Novice: (below brown belt) 60, 66, 73, 81, 90, 100, over 100 kg 
Senior Women: 44, 48, 52, 57, 63, 70, 78, over 78 kg 
Senior Men: 55, 60, 66, 73, 81, 90, 100, over 100 kg 
Men’s Masters: 30-39, 40-49, 50 & over. Light, middle and heavyweight in each age group.   
Women’s Masters: 30-39, 40-49, 50 & over. Light, middle and heavyweight in each age group.   

Senior Class E and Junior Class D event 
Elite Point procedures: 
This event is a USA Judo Senior Class-E and Junior Class-D event. The ONLY divisions in 
which points can be earned are the SENIOR divisions that include ranks THROUGH black belt.  
ALL players who place 1st or 2nd will receive 1.0 and 0.5 SENIOR points, respectively, and 
Senior E-level classification. Junior-age athletes (born 1986 and later in 2005) who place 1st, 
2nd, or 3rd in those same SENIOR divisions will receive 2.0, 1.0, and .5 JUNIOR points, 
respectively, on both the IJF Junior and their age-appropriate rosters, in addition to Senior 
points. 
Restrictions: In order to receive points, players must be citizens of the USA. In addition, 
players must win at least 1 match to receive SENIOR points (the 1 win restriction does not 
apply for JUNIOR points). After earning points, in order to be listed on any of USA Judo's 
national rosters, a player must join USA Judo (if not already a member.) 
Seeding: 
For the Elite point categories, the top 4 nationally ranked Senior athletes will be seeded if they 
compete in the weight division in which they are ranked.  #1 and #4 shall be placed on one side 
of the bracket; #2 and #3 shall be placed on the other side.  The seeding order shall be in the 
order of the byes, i.e., if there is 1 bye, #1 shall get it; if there are 2 byes, #’s 1 and 2 shall get 
them, etc.  If any of the top 4 nationally ranked athletes are not in attendance, athletes ranked #5 
and below SHALL NOT be seeded, i.e., “moved up” to the next higher seed position. 
Rules for the Elite point categories: 
1. IJF contest rules shall be used, including “Golden Score” overtime 
2. Players may compete in only 1 division. 
3. Players must compete in the weight category that conforms to their measured weight at 

weigh-in. 
Example:  A player competing in the 81 kg division must weigh over 73 kg and less than or 
equal to 81 kg.  Exception:  The Male 55 kg and Female 44 kg divisions are PJU weights and 
not “Olympic” weights.  Competitors whose measured weight would place them in a PJU 
weight division may choose to compete in the next higher weight division (Male 60 kg and 
Female 48 kg).

3.   Acknowledge and fully understand that I will be participating in a sport that might result in serious injury, including 
permanent disability or death, and severe social and economic loss due not only to my actions, inactions, or negligence, but 
also to the action, inaction, or negligence of others, the rules of Judo, or the conditions of the premises or of any equipment 
used. Further, I acknowledge that there may be other risks not known to me or not reasonably foreseeable at this time. 

4.   Knowing the risks involved in Judo, I assume that risk and accept the responsibility for the damages following such 
injury, death or permanent disability. 

5.   Release, waive and discharge and covenant not to sue United States Judo Inc., Texas Judo Inc., the Unites States 
Judo Federation, the United States Judo Association, the Dallas Judo & Jiu Jitsu, Inc., Shufu Judo Yudanshakai 
and the Hilton DFW Lakes together with their affiliated clubs, their respective administrators, directors, agents, coaches, 
and other employees or volunteers or the organization, event officials, medical personnel, other participants, their parents,
